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At the March Board of Trustees meeting, the decision was made to postpone our expansion plans for one year
due to the uncertainties of the national economy. While the Board felt that a successful campaign could be
completed in connection with the All-School Reunion, there was some concern as to whether a fund drive at
this time would put undue pressure on some donors who want to help but are unable to due to other economic
conditions.
Although planning for the expansion will continue, the Board adopted
a temporary three-phrase plan to deal with our storage and display
needs. Phase one will be the purchase of a stand-alone wood storage
building of approximately 400 square feet. This building will be
located along the north side of the museum and will replace the
current storeroom which leaks and has mold issues. This building
can be sold after the museum expansion is completed and some of the
money could be regained. Phase two will be the building of a closet
in the west annex to store those items that need a climate-controlled
environment. The closet will be about six feet wide and yfteen feet
long and will be located behind a false wall along the west side of Dakota Storage High Barn
the room. Phase three will be to remove the small storage area at the Style Storage Shed
southeast corner, remove part of the wall around the ofyce area and
move the computers, microylm reader and yle cabinets into this area.
By placing all the research material and equipment in the same area, it will allow the Director to have better
access to the material and improve visitor access.

Final approval for this plan will be sought at the April Board meeting and will depend on available of labor,
cost of materials and maybe even a little luck. Any donations to help with this project would be appreciated.

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President's Report:

In the yfty-three years of existence of the Moody County Historical Society there have been many changes
that have taken place, most have had a positive result and a few needed to be reworked. With the 2009 Annual
Meeting on January 18th at the Second Presbyterian Chapel, the membership approved a list of bylaw changes
that will improve the operation of the society by placing more control in the hands of the Board of Trustees.

The bylaw changes that provide for the changing of the Society from a President-controlled organization to
a Board-directed concern included: allowing the Board to set the date, time and place of the Annual Meeting;
removing the 2nd Monday of the month as the ONLY meeting date for Board meetings and providing that
there shall be a regular monthly meeting of the Board of Trustees held at the time and place yxed by the Board,;
removing the duties of the director from the bylaws (the director duties will be part of the procedures handbook);
and establishing the following Standing Committees, 1. Governance: Executive board responsible for operating
society, bylaws, procedures, nominations, audit, and annual meeting. Members will be the ofycers of the Society,
2. Membership: Records and maintains membership data, promotes membership drives, coordinates membership
activities. Co-Chair will be the Treasurer and Secretary, 3. Maintenance: Ensures the proper maintenance of the
buildings and grounds. Chair will be the Vice-President, 4. Programs: Coordinates the ongoing programs, such
as, newsletters, outreach programs, public relations, etc., 5. Activities: Coordinates special events for fundraising
purposes, such as, REA supper, bus trips, etc., 6. Events: Coordinates annual events of the Society, such as, Farm
Show, Wafpe Feed, Summerfest, and Christmas Tree Display, and 7. Collections and Research: Organizes the
artifacts and records collections maintained by the society for display and research purposes.

While the changes provide that more of the planning and work is being done by the new committee structure,
I haven’t found that there is any more free time for the President but I’ll keep working at it.

Director's Report:

Roberta Williamson resigned as Museum Director at the end of January to take a new position with the Experience
Works program. We would like to thank Roberta for her many years of service to the Moody County Historical
Society and wish her well in her new position.

We would also like to thank Paul Lewis, who was hired as a museum aide to yll in while Roberta recovered from
falling at the Tribal Ofyce and injuring her shoulder. Paul was able to keep our museum operating while the Board
looked for a permanent Director but as of April 1st, he has accepted a position as Hospital Administrator at Plainview,
NE. We wish Paul well on his move to Plainview.
