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In 1869, many Dakota families left
the Santee Sioux Reservation in
Ncbras‘ca to take homesteads on
the wakpaipaksan ‘bend in the river
of the Big Sioux near the

abandoned town site of [Flandrau in
southeastern [ Dakota Tcm’torg.
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“Flcnty of hunting such as deer, ell,
goat [antclopc] and buffalo.
And |cnty of trapping along the
river g:)r beavers, otters, mink, and
muskrats. An abundance of fish
in the river. \We saw all this and

we were thankful? - Joscph
